This list of sites and monuments in North-east Inverness has been prepared by archaeolo-
gical surveyors attached to the Royal Commission on the Ancient and Historical Monu-
ments of Scotland as part of a project financed by the Scottish Development Depariment
and sponsored by the Society of Antiquaries of Scotland.

The items listed range in period from prehistoric burial-cairns and forts to deserted farms
of comparatively recent date. The following categories have been omitted from the list:
buildings eligible for listing by the Scottish Development Department as buildings of
special architectural or historic interest under the Town and Country Planning Acts
(Scotland); buildings in towns; medieval and later sites in the medieval burgh of Inverness;
roads, railways and canals; most structures of 19th-century and later date.

Nothing now remains of what may have been a Clava cairn. In 1964 the OS recorded a
single fallen monolith; this was removed about 1968.

5 Balnuaran of Clava * NH 75 44 4&10
Situated in a recent enclosure 100m ENE of Balnuaran farmhouse there is an important
group of four monuments comprising two Clava passage-graves, a Clava ring-cairn, and
what may be either a kerb-cairn or a severely robbed Clava cairn.

(1)  Balnuaran of Clava, South-west (INV 10), NH 756 443. A Clava passage-grave
within a circle of stones, of which ten are standing (one cup-marked) and one is prostrate;
originally a twelfth stone probably stood in the gap on the SE. The cairn, measuring 16m
in diameter over a kerb of graded boulders, is surrounded by a platform of stones extend-
ing outwards for up to 4.7m. The chamber, which measures 4m in diameter, is entered
from the SW. Cup-marks occur on one of the stones on the S side of the passage, and on
one of the boulders forming the wall of the chamber. ‘

(2) Balnuaran of Clava, North-east (INV 9), NH 757 444, A Clava passage-grave
within a circle of eleven standing stones (and a small earthfast: stone on the N). The cairn,
measuring 16.8m over a kerb of graded boulders, is surrounded by a platform of stones
extending outwards for up to 5.56m. The chamber measures 4m in diameter and is entered
from the SSW. Cup-marks occur on the innermost stone of the NW side of the passage,
and one of the kerb-stones on the N bears about fifty cup-marks (one of them surrounded
by a single ring) together with several pecked channels.

(3) Balnuaran of Clava, Centre (INV 8), NH 757 444. A Clava ring-cairn within a
circle of nine standing stones, of which three are linked by ‘causeways’ to the platform of
stones that extends outwards from the kerb of the cairn for about 1.5m. The cairn
measures 18.3m by 15.9m over a kerb of graded boulders to enclose a central area 6.5m
by 5.56m. One of the standing stones and two of the kerb-stones are cup-marked.

(4) Balnuaran of Clava, NH 756 444. Situated 20m WSW of (3), this unusual
structure consists of fifteen small contiguous recumbent stones forming a rough circle
about 3.6m in diameter. One of the stones on the E bears at least fourteen cup-marks, one
of them surrounded by a single ring. Excavations in 1953 revealed, within the interior,
what appeared to have been a shallow grave partly overlain by a scatter of quartz pebbles.

This Clava cairn measures about 13m in diameter over an incomplete kerb of boulders.

Five stones standing up to 1.1m in height may represent the remains of the polygonal
chamber of an Orkney-Cromarty cairn.

Bruiach (INV 14) NH 499 414 NH 44 SE 3
This mutilated Clava ring-cairn measures 14.3m in diameter and stands within a circle of
monoliths about 22.2m in diameter. The interior area of the cairn has been dug out to
form a pond, but most of the kerb-stones survive and two bear cup-marks. In its original
form the surrounding stone circle was probably composed of ten unevenly spaced stones
standing between 3m and 4.3m from the kerb; other stones now visible on the E are
recent additions. March 1979

Cantraybruich 1 {INV 15) NH 778 459 NH74NE 16
Four earthfast and two prostrate stones may be the remains of a Clava cairn. June 1978

A ‘circle’, possibly a Clava cairn, was destroyed before 1884; it stood ‘in the middle of
the adjoining field’ to the cairn no. 9.

Connage T NH 778 533 NH75SE 6
About 1845 a ‘large cairn and circle’, possibly a Clava cairn, were noted at Connage;
nothing can now be seen. March 1978

Culburnie (INV 19) * NH 491 418 NH 44 SE 9
This fine Clava ring-cairn lies: within a circle of eight stones, a ninth having been removed
from the NE. Both the walling around the interior, and the kerb are well preserved, and

the cairn material still stands to a height of 1.5m. A kerb-stone on the SSW is cup-marked.

This Clava cairn probably measured about 19m in diameter; there are two kerb-stones on
the S and what may be several others on the N and NE.

Culdoich, Clava (INV 21) * NH 751 437 NH 74 SE 2
A single standing stone survives on the SW of this Clava ring-cairn which measures about
18.3m in diameter over a kerb of graded boulders. Part of the SE side of the cairn has
been destroyed by quarrying. There are cup-marks on the standing stone and on a kerb-
stone on the ESE; what may be cup-marks can be seen on a kerb-stone on the W. Excava-
tion in 1953 revealed cremated bone in the central area.

This Clava ring-cairn measures about 10.5m in diameter over a boulder kerb. Only two
stones (one upright on the NE, and one fallen on the E) remain of a surrounding stone
circle.

Culioden (INV 25) NH 716 476 NH74NW 5
Only a heap of boulders and a single standing stone remain of what was probably a Clava
cairn. February 1978

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Dalcross Mains (INV 26) NH 779 484 NH 74 NE 15
A Clava passage-grave, with only two stones (one erect, one fallen) of the surrounding
circle surviving. The cairn measures 12.5m in diameter over a kerb of graded boulders,
‘and the chamber, about 3.7m in diameter, is entered from the SW. April 1979

Dalgrambich (INV 27) NH 790 472 NH 74 NE 25
A single standing stone is all that remains of what may have been a Clava cairn.

Druidtemple (INV 30) * NH 685 420 NH 64 SE 23
This Clava passage-grave measures 12.2m in diameter over a boulder kerb. Two stones of
the central chamber and two stones of the passage can still be seen. There are six stones
of the surrounding stone circle in situ; the rest have fallen. In 1952 excavation within the
chamber revealed scattered quartz pebbles and fragments of cremated bone. April 1979

The New Statistical Account mentions the removal of two ‘Druidical circles’, possible

The Giant’s Grave, Reelig (INV 46) NH 558 436 NH 54 SE 1
About 1780 a large cairn was removed from the gardens of Reelig House. Part of what
may have been a chamber has been reconstructed to form a ‘Viking’s Grave'.

Nothing now remains of what may have been a Clava cairn which formerly stood in the
churchyard at Kiltarlity.

Leachkin (INV 38) * NH 629 441 NH 64 SW 8
The remains of this Orkney-Cromarty cairn comprise fourteen stones of a two-compart-
ment polygonal chamber with an outer compartment, and seven large kerb-stones. The
cairn probably measured about 21m in diameter. June 1978

Leanach (INV 39) NH 742 443 NH74SW 8
A fallen monolith lying to the NW of a field-wall 260m E of Culchunaig farmhouse is all
that now remains of what was probably a Clava cairn. April 1979

Lowerbog . NH 523 403 NH 54 SW 12
The remains of this Orkney-Cromarty cairn stand 450m WNW of Lowerbog farmhouse.
The cairn, which measures about 16m in diameter, has been extensively robbed, but a two-
compartment chamber, entered from the E, can still be seen. July 1979

Mains of Clava, North-west (INV 40) * NH 759 446 NH 74SE 5
A single standing stone 1.8m high is all that now remains of what was probably a Clava
cairn. April 1979

Five stones standing to a maximum height of 0.75m and a scatter of cairn material are all
that now remains of what was probably a Clava cairn.

Two standing stones survive to the S of this Clava ring-cairn which measures 14.6m in
diameter over a kerb of boulders.

A standing stone 2.4m high, two possible kerb-stones and a quantity of cairn material
represent the remains of a Clava cairn.

In 1879 a cairn was recorded ‘above Culloden station’; only seven stones remained in situ,
The cairn cannot now be located.

Culloden Forest ‘ NH 758 476 NH 74 NE 33

When recorded by the OS in 1971, this cairn measured about 7m in diameter and 0.2m in
height; what may have been six kerb-stones were visible on the S. The cairn is now
inaccessible in dense forest.

This disturbed cairn stands in dense forest 1.3km SSE of Welltown of Easter Leys farm-
house. It measures about 10m in diameter over a possible kerb and is 0.7m in height.

A scatter of stones in an arable field 50m NE of Easter Moniack farmsteading may be the
remains of a cairn. July 1979

Farley NH 479 457 NH 44 NE 13
What may be a burial cairn, measuring 6.5m in diameter and 0.7m in height with the
remains of a kerb around the E, is situated within the cairnfield no. 68. March 1979

Fort George T NH ¢. 762 567 NH75NE 6
{n 1750, when a ‘round barrow’ was removed during the construction of Fort George
{no. 203), an inhumation and a bronze spearhead (now lost) were discovered.

Hillhead . NH 773 500 NH75SE 9
This mutilated cairn stands 400m WNW of Hillhead farmhouse; it measures 27m in
maximum diameter by 1m in height, with two kerb-stones visible on the W. This may be
the cairn ‘in the immediate neighbourhood’ of which a cist was found before 1841.

Moniack Burn NH 557 432 NH 54 SE 2
This unusual cairn is situated on a spur 420m SSW of Reelig House; oval on plan, it
measures 5.2m by 2.9m and 0.8m high with three possibie kerb-stones on the SW.

The excavation of this cairn in 1972-3 revealed that beneath it there had been a rectan-
gular timber building, 9.5m long with a central stone hearth, probably associated with a
series of pits containing Grooved Ware. The cairn itself consisted of a heavy stone kerb
with traces of an external stone platform on the W; in the central area there was a series of
pits and cists, some of them contemporary with the cairn, some later. Several of the pits
contained cremations, and in one of the cists there was a Food Vessel. A Cordoned Urn
with a cremation had also been deposited in the cairn.

Nothing can now be seen of a ‘very large’ cairn which is reported to have stood near the
River Ness below Torvaine. A cist was found when part of the cairn was removed before
1793. '

Crop-marks showing the ditches of at least one square and two circular barrows have been
recorded 280m WNW of Allanfearn farmhouse. The square barrow measures about 5m
square within a ditch which may be interrupted by causeways at the corners; it appears to
be joined by two transverse ditches to a circular barrow measuring about 5m in diameter .
within a ditch about 1m wide. There is at least one other circular barrow to the W.

Crop-marks showing the ditches of what may be a square barrow and a circular barrow
have been recorded 180m ENE of Kerrowaird farmhouse. The square barrow measures
about 10m square within a ditch which may be interrupted by causeways at the corners.
immediately to the SW there is what appears io be a circular barrow measuring about 8m
in diameter within a narrow ditch. There are other possible barrows .in an area of indeter-
minate crop-marks about 100m to the SSE.

A group of small cairns is situated at the foot of the steep SE-facing slopes of Bealaidh
Mor about 450m NE of Dun a’ Chliabhain (no. 103). March 1979

About 1808 a group of cairns ‘at the Bught’ was removed during the construction of the
Caledonian Canal.

A number of small cairns and stony banks are scattered along the upper SE-facing slopes
of a ridge about 850m ENE of Farley.

There is a group of at least four small cairns in open woodland 350m WNW of Lowerbog
farmhouse and S of the public road. One of them appears to be kerbed. Janvary 1978

In 1886 Wallace recorded a group of cairns ‘on the heights to the north of Caiplich’; they
cannot now be found.

It contained a partially burnt skeleton in
a crouched position, a barbed-and-tanged arrowhead, a plano-convex flint knife and what
is ‘probably part of a bronze dagger (NMAS EQ 366-8). The cover-slab now lies beside a
slight depression which represents the infilled grave.

The necklace and the awl are now in the National Museum of Antiquities of
Scotland (NMAS EQ 375-6); the skeleton is in Aberdeen University Anthropological

This cist was found in 1975; it contained an inhumation accompanied by a Beaker, an
archer’s bracer with gold-capped rivets, an amber bead, a bone toggle, a flint strike-a-light
and eight barbed-and-tanged arrowheads.

This cist was situated 200m NE of Mains of Balnagowan farmhouse. It contained a female
inhumation, a Beaker and a flint flake; the floor of the cist was formed of selected
coloured pebbies.

Mains of Daltulich + NH 735 4156 NH74SW 14
This cist was found in 1970; it measured 1 by 0.5m and contained an inhumation.

A human skull and bones were found about 1848. May 1978

The date and function
of this structure is unknown but it may have been a corn-drying kiln.
